POLICY ON PUBLICATION OF DISCIPLINARY FINDINGS

When there has been a finding of professional misconduct pursuant to the
Midwifery Act, a summary of the finding will be published on the Council’s
website.

The summary will contain all of the following information:

(@) the member’s name and registration number;

(b) the provision of the Act or Regulations under which a licensing
sanction is issued;

(c) the date of the Settlement Agreement;
(d) the allegations that were upheld by the Registrar or, the
allegations that were either admitted by or not contested by the

respondent;

(e) whether the allegations amounted to professional misconduct,
conduct unbecoming, incompetence or incapacity;

() the disposition ordered by the Registrar;
(g) the reasons for the decision;

(h) any information the Council considers necessary to meet the
objects of the Council.
